Foundation

The foundation or beginning of any bloodline is very important to say the least.  Whether you choose to formulate a whole bloodline around one dog or a family of dogs and work from there.  I started my bloodline from two different families of hunting beagles.  Reason being both families had behind them a cross that was made that time after time produced 50 plus pups that were above average.  Not only that but the nose power and running style from both families were the same.  Head up, big nose, with above average foot speed and control of the line smarts.  I started with Frank Reeses Gay blood with Gay Baker bred to Gay Cindy.  I only wanted to capture the Glynns Gay Demon blood of that cross.  Baker was bred to Cindy numerous times and each time produced a litter with outstanding qualities.  What helped this cross was Bakers Grand Dam Gay Slide.  She had a big nose, head up running style that she passed to Gay Baker in which he passed on to his pups. 

            Another family of hounds was Jerry Lossin’s Muskie Lake beagles.  Known for their big noses and grit to run on the toughest of days.  I bred to Muskie Lake Eli who was the ultimate snow hound.  If you look behind Eli, at the hounds that were bred together, you will see yet another family brought into the mix of great producing power.  Muskie Lake Eli’s sire was Muskie Lake John and I watched him run on ice in extreme cold, also on old snow in bitter cold and the dog never missed and ran almost check free. And if there was a check it was not four seconds long .  I feel the breeding that added to the Muskie Lake bloodline and helped make Muskie Lake John such a good running hound was behind his sire Catron John.  He was from a cross that was from yet another family of producing power.  Smith Mingo Mike crossed to Smith’s Miss Coco.  That cross of Mike and Coco produced as well as the Gay Baker and Gay Cindy’s cross did. 

            That is why I chose the foundation stock that I started with.  I started with families of beagles that produced phenoms.  What is a phenom?  Well you have good dogs, great dogs, exceptional dogs (exceptional being the top 2 percent as far as running ability) and then there are phenoms .And you might get one chance to ever see a phenom run. Most hound men have never seen a true phenom run or know what they are.  A phenom is the top 2 percent of the exceptional.  A phenom can lift scent and can run when all other dogs can’t even smell a track.  I have traveled to every place I had to in order to watch a proven phenom run and to see if it was a true phenom.  I did what I had to and spent what was needed to bring this type of hound to my breeding program.  Dogs such as Gay Slide, Gay Baker, Muskie Lake John, Muskie Lake Eli, Snowman’s Demon, East Creek Bad Boy Jake, Windy Hill Hammer, Knights Nitro, Welch’s Markanthony, and Welch’s Cleopatra to name some.  All of these hounds could run any day they were put down and run nearly check free.  It would be rare for them to ever loose a rabbit or hare.  I’m not breeding to please anyone but myself and I am constantly working toward a total extreme weather hound.  Blending phenoms into a family driven line bred bloodline to keep the hunting beagle just that, a Hunting Beagle!  Phenoms reproduce phenoms.  It might skip a generation or two but you will produce.  I feel that if I stack so many proven reproducing phenoms into a family of beagles, the cream will rise to the top and your producing number will rise.  It’s my plan that I’ve been breeding towards for 35 years now.  I want to produce so that every hound will be a good, very capable, hunting beagle.
